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Prayer and Reflection Guide 
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Read Acts 9:10-19.  In this story the Lord sends Ananias to lay the hands of Christ’s love on Saul, a man infamous for persecuting Christians.  Ananias’s resistance is rooted in a forgiveness issue: whether or not to risk following the Lord’s leading in reaching out with love to an enemy.  Ananias, it seems, forgives more for the sake of the Lord than out of his own desire, yet thereby makes way for the unfolding work of God.
What unlikely soul is the Lord prompting you to reach out to, perhaps not so much for your sake as for Christ’s?  Pray your honest reactions just as Ananias did, and listen for the Lord’s guidance.  Remember the inexhaustible gift of grace God has bestowed upon you, which God invites you daily to pass on to another.
